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July in the Catholic Church 
 
   The month of July is dedicated 
to the Precious Blood.  It was  
instituted in 1849 by Pius IX, but 
the devotion is as old as 
Christianity. The early Fathers 
say that the Church was born 
from the pierced side of Christ, 
and that the sacraments were 
brought forth through His Blood. 
 
   "The Precious Blood which we 
worship is the Blood which the 
Saviour shed for us on Calvary 
and reassumed at His glorious 
Resurrection; it is the Blood 
which courses through the veins 
of His risen, glorified, living body 
at the right hand of God the 
Father in heaven; it is the Blood 
made present on our altars by 
the words of Consecration; it is 
the Blood which merited 
sanctifying grace for us and 
through it washes and beautifies 
our soul and inaugurates the 
beginning of eternal life in it." 
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A Few months ago we announced the arrival of a relic of St Gerard Majella, 
this article explains how this came about. 
 

Chance discovery signals exciting new chapter  
for Lancashire parish 

 
   A Lancashire parish is celebrating a wonderful new connection to its 
patron saint, after a step back into one woman's family history brought 
about a rare discovery. 
 
   The Parish of Our Lady of Lourdes and St Gerard Majella in Lostock 
Hall has recently welcomed what is believed to be a relic of the 18th-
century Italian saint - Gerard Majella - following its chance discovery 
at a home in Sheffield. 
 
   Nicky Woods came upon this rare find when looking through the 
personal items belonging to her late mother. 
 
   She explained: "My mother died in 2013 but my father died in 1958, 
so she'd been a widow for a very, very long time and she kept this 
little box of very special things. 
 
   "There were letters from my father from when they were courting 
and such really little, personal things, which I always felt I couldn't look 
at yet. 
 
"Eventually, I braced myself to have a look and in the bottom, there 
was a small, circular box with this relic in." 
 
   Thanks to a background in archaeology and an early childhood 
spent listening to Latin Mass, Nicky's grasp of the Latin label in the 
box enabled her to identify the item as a tiny piece of bone from 18th-
century saint, Gerard Majella. 
 
St Gerard Majella 
 
   Born in 1726 in the Kingdom of Naples, Gerard Majella is today 
venerated as the patron saint of mothers, expectant mothers, children 
(particularly unborn children), good confessions, and the falsely 
accused. 
 
   In 1749, he joined the Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer - 
known as the Redemptorists - and is remembered for his dedication 
and service to others, as well as numerous miracles. 
 
   One such miracle tells the story of a visit St Gerard paid to a local 
family. During this visit, he dropped his handkerchief and when one of 
the girls rushed to return it, he told her to keep hold of it as she might  
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have need of it one day. Years later, the girl - 
now married - was on the verge of dying in 
childbirth and she asked the handkerchief to be 
brought to her. Almost immediately after 
receiving it, her pain stopped and she gave birth 
to a healthy child. 
 
   St Gerard Majella died on 16 October 1755, 
aged 29, and was canonised in 1904. 
 
   Reflecting on this little-known saint, Nicky said: 
"I'm quite intrigued. He's the patron saint of 
motherhood and pregnant women, so he's 
probably a saint much beloved of people, 
particularly women." 
 
Rehoming the relic 
 
   After making her discovery, Nicky was then 
faced with the decision of what to do next - as 
well as questions of how what is understood to 
be a tiny bone fragment of an Italian saint ended 
up in her mother's possession. 
 
   She said: "Her family and my father's family 
were both Roman Catholic, but I wondered if it 
had actually come from his family - as my 
mother's family were, I think, slightly less devout 

in that particular way. I suspect my mother may have kept it in 
devotion to my father most of all because she didn't have it with her 
own prayer books or things, but rather in this little memory box. 
 
   "For me, relics aren't part of my own personal spirituality or devotion, 
so I thought I should put it in the hands of the Church and an 
appropriate parish where they will be good custodians of it for the 
future." 
 
   As such, Nicky began to research 
churches in and around the area where 
her father grew up - near Brownedge, in 
Lancashire - and came upon the parish 
of Our Lady of Lourdes and St Gerard 
Majella's. 
 
   Located in Lostock Hall, this beautiful 
parish was consecrated in 1910, just a 
few years after Pope Pius X introduced

the feast of the apparition of the Immaculate Virgin of Lourdes and 
canonised St Gerard Majella. 

   These important events inspired the dedication of the church, but 
could also explain how this remarkable item arrived in the possession 
of Nicky's family, following the tradition of disseminating relics to 
relevant parishes throughout the world after the canonisation of a 
saint. 

   Although impossible to trace the origins of the find or its connection 
to the church, parish priest - Fr Mark Harold - was delighted to hear 
from Nicky and to welcome her and her discovery to the parish with 
prayerful ceremony. 

   He said: "We're very grateful to receive it. It came completely out of 
the blue, but I was delighted and thought it was a wonderful thing for 
our parish to have. 

   "The tradition of keeping relics is about being in touch with holiness. 
If you think about it in terms of a loved one, we keep safe things 
belonging to our loved ones: something belonging to your grandma or 
grandad becomes precious. 

   "And so it was with saints. It was something belonging to them that 
reminded us of them, brought us closer to them, and closer to 
holiness, and that's really special." 

A Legacy for Future Generations 

   The reliquary is now housed at the parish, 
where the hope is to enable people to spend 
time with it in prayer. 

   Fr Mark said: "As Catholics, we're into 
tangible signs - things we can touch, see, and 
smell. 

   "It reminds us of the Incarnation, that the 
Lord became flesh. This isn't just some sort of 
ethereal, nice idea, it's a concrete 
incarnational thing that God came to earth, 
came to us, and we can touch, and sense, and 

feel. 

   "It's a sensory things that connects us in our physical realm to the 
realm of God."

Us and t’other lot-not really 
 
   When the photograph 
accompanying this article 
was taken Bigotry was 
unfortunately rearing its 
ugly head.  The 
photograph was taken 
outside John Lee’s house 
in Avondale Drive in June 
1953 to celebrate the late 
Queen’s Coronation (note 
the air-raid shelter on the 
council school-field in the 

right of the scene) 
 
Children and young people from nearby Moss Street and Moss Lane 
were also in attendance to swell the numbers.  I lived in Moss Street 
at the time of the Coronation and actually moved to Avondale Drive a 
year or two later next to the Church Institute. 
The scene depicts a cross section of Roman Catholics and Protestant 
(deadly enemies!) with maybe an odd Methodist to boot. 
 
   My two sisters are on the back row, being 14 and 10 years old 
respectively.  I am stood (cherub-like) next to a girl holding a balloon 
on the right of the scene. I was 4 years old at that time. 
 
   The photograph was taken by an eminent local photographer, 
Francis Turner, studio at 2 Mosley Street, Leyland.  The other local 
‘camera-chap’ quite well known in those days was Phil Wane in 
Preston. 
 
   Where bigotry came in was when us ‘Red Necks’ weren’t supposed 
to play out with t’other lot (protestants).  I remember running out of the 
back door one morning and my mum shouted “I hope you’re not 
playing with so and so”  I asked her why was it because they were so 
scruffy? No, poor? no, then why, “They’re not Catholics” 
 
   Obviously, I didn’t take a blind bit of notice, told one thing, do the 
opposite. 
 
   What is was, was that there were quite a few Catholics in Moss 
Street, whereas when we moved to the much bigger Avondale Drive 
us RC’s were outnumbered by t’other lot!  It didn’t take long for mum  
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to soften her views and life became tolerable and most of my mates in 
childhood and then teens weren’t “one of us” 
 
   What my mum did not find acceptable or amusing years later was 
that my two older sisters, older brother and myself all got married to 
‘t’other lot’! (although one did become a convert in order to get mum’s 
approval) 
 
   Looking back at all the 4 lots of Wedding Photos, I’m sure that where 
my mum is seemingly forcing a smile is actually a grimace of 
acceptance!  Bigotry wasn’t just confined to religion.  It raised its ugly 
head in all different scenarios but nowadays comes under the guises 
of racism, sexism, misogyny you name it, it’s still there. 
 
   Fortunately, in the 50’s and 60’s in Avondale Drive, most folk 
mingled, got on with each other, helped each other out (remember it 
was still Post-War austerity) and even left our front and back doors 
open! 
 
   Dustbin men actually humped the bins on their backs, so did the coal
-feller. A fruit, veg and grocery wagon came round and best of all 6 
nights a week, Johnny Flanagan rolled up in his cream 3 wheeler van 
delivering his ice-cream, choc ices, teddy bear lollies etc.  
 
   Looking back  it was a great place to live, nobody had a car hardly, 
unlike today where its almost like a car park. 
 
The council school stood prominent, prior to demolition and the birth of 
the Wendy Houses. 
 
   Bigotry - us kids never heard of the word or gave different faiths a 
second thought.

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               Modern Slavery: Breaking the Chains  
                        Tuesday 14th May 2024  

   With latest reports showing a growing number of people both around 
the world and in the UK at risk of modern slavery, Caritas Salford and 
the Diocese of Salford have launched a new initiative to further help 
stop modern slavery in all its forms in communities in Greater 
Manchester and Lancashire. 

   A special pilot Modern Slavery: Breaking the Chains session, which 
was run in partnership with the Santa Marta Group, Greater 
Manchester Police and the Medaille Trust, saw 41 attendees gather 
together to be trained in understanding the risks of Modern Slavery 
and how to address them and support those affected. Patrick 
O’Dowd, director of Caritas Salford, said: “This new training, which we 
are hoping can be rolled out more widely to other communities and 
organisations, is a vital next step in a range of activities we’ve been 
carrying out in recent years as we attempt to combat modern slavery 
in our diocese. 
 
   “We know that this is a huge global problem happening right now 
and sadly the true number of people experiencing the trauma of 
modern slavery is unknown, but the Global Slavery Index estimates 
40 million people worldwide and 136,000 in the UK. 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 “It’s a problem that isn’t just happening miles away from our own 
homes, but right here in our local communities and parishes and 
that’s why it’s so important that we are more aware and able to 
recognise the signs of modern slavery and human trafficking.  We 
need to know what steps we can take to support those who are 
experiencing it.”

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      The training took place at Cathedral Centre in Salford and was a 
pilot session. 
 
   Pauline Morgan, the COO of the Diocese of Salford, said “The 
diocese and associated charities and organisations have already 
taken significant steps to highlight slavery and to cut the risk of 
exposure in our supply chains, how we invest and in our local 
communities. 
 
   “This training is the next important stage in this work and we hope it 
will further empower people to take practical action in tackling modern 
slavery across our diocese and beyond.  It’s vital we take real, 
tangible action and all commit to making change that saves lives.” 
 
   Attendees at the session were welcomed by Bishop John Arnold, 
the Bishop of Salford. 
 
   He said: “Our churches and schools are often the first place that 
people experiencing the crime of slavery turn to for support.  In the 
Diocese of Salford we have made a firm commitment to tackling 
modern slavery in all its forms and to support people affected at a 
time they need it most, a journey we have been committed to for 
some years. This is a subject Pope Francis called ‘a crime against 
humanity’ and we all know that we simply cannot sit back and do 
nothing while so many people are suffering in such terrible ways. 
“Our parishes and churches should be a sanctuary for those who 
need it and working alongside Caritas Salford, and our partners at the 
Medaille Trust, Santa Marta Group and Greater Manchester Police, 
we want to protect the human dignity of every person.  Everyone 
deserves to feel safe and secure and it’s all of our duties to be aware 
of how we can help others to do that. In fact, we must all not just be 
aware, but also speak out and take action to help.”

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   Miriam Cakebread, policy and network officer at Santa Marta 
Group, said: “It was a delight to present at Caritas Salford’s first 
Breaking the Chains event. There was a real sense that the church 
and Caritas care deeply about, and are ready to mobilise against, the 
scourge of modern slavery and human trafficking in our communities. 
Thank you for the opportunity to be involved – we feel energised and 
inspired by the group’s engagement, and look forward to developing 
our links with this network in the future.” 
 
   The Diocese of Salford and Caritas Salford have already been 
working to tackle Modern Slavery in their communities by providing 
pastoral and practical support to  survivors of modern slavery, 
providing shelter and other forms of assistance to help people rebuild 
their lives, taking steps to ensure that goods and services procured 
by the Church are free from slave labour by implementing supply 
chain monitoring mechanisms and supporting fair trade 
initiatives.  They have also been collaborating with police, statutory 
agencies and other charities to help identify and support survivors 
and establish partnerships to enhance anti-slavery efforts.
