Year of Jubilee 2025:    

In the Catholic Church, the 
concept of Jubilee or ‘Holy 
Year’ was used to declare 
special years for forgiveness 
and reconciliation.   

Deanery Mass for the Jubilee 
of Hope: Many thanks to those attended the 
Deanery Mass with Bishop John at St Alban’s, 
Blackburn. It was a lovely celebration in a very 
impressive church. 

Jubilee for Grandparents and Older People:  
The Diocese of Salford's Jubilee of Jubilees series 
continues this month as we celebrate the Jubilee for 
Grandparents and Older People by sharing a 
fantastic resource from our diocesan charity, Caritas 
Salford.

Jubilee Visits in Salford Diocese: The Diocese 
have nominated six churches as places of 
pilgrimage in the Jubilee Year. This includes St 
Mary’s Brownedge as a place of pilgrimage. We are 
asked to make people welcome to visit our church 
during the Holy Year and offer opportunities for 
prayer and devotion. It would be good to have a 
team of people who would be willing to help with 
this. There is a booklet at the back of church 
detailing the six churches and the idea of being 
pilgrims of hope in the upcoming Jubilee Year. 
There is also a “Jubilee Passport” produced by the 
diocese with some of the details about the six 
churches and what we can see when we visit them. 

Jubilee Display: Please visit our Jubilee display in 
Our Lady’s Transept in St Mary’s Church; you can 
see some of the anchors and prayers prepared by 
our children; a candle for the jubilee which will be lit 
on special occasions during the year. Also the 
jubilee passport books which detail some of things 
to see in the six jubilee churches in Salford diocese. 

Jubilee Votive Candles: These are available from 
the Jubilee display stand for £2 each and are good 
way to help our prayer time at home or perhaps to 
give to someone we are praying for. Put the money 
into the ordinary votive candle stands. 

Jubilee Mascot: “Luce” is the mascot for 
the Jubilee and for our Children’s Liturgy 
Group. Her name is the Italian for “Light” 
and she, like each of us, is a Pilgrim of 
Hope. She invites us all to walk as 
Pilgrims of Hope. She is joining in with the 
hope of coming to the end of the school 
year and what we will do in our holidays. 

Jubilee Church Guide: Thanks to David Gorman 
who has produced a short guide to St Mary’s 
Church for visiting pilgrims. Also, Fr Mark has left 
copies of the prayers which pilgrims use when they 
go through the Holy Door of St Peter’s. We can use 
them here when visiting the church.

Pope Leo this week to Young People at Jubilee 
of Youth in Rome: “Today marks the beginning of 
a few days, a journey, the Jubilee of Hope, and the 
world needs messages of hope. You are that 
message, and you must continue bringing hope to 
everyone. We hope that all of you will always be 
signs of hope in the world. Today we are at the 
beginning. In the coming days, you will have the 
opportunity to be a force that brings God’s grace, a 
message of hope, a light to the city of Rome, to 
Italy, and to the entire world. Let us walk together 
with our faith in Jesus Christ. And our cry must 
also be for peace in the world. Let us all say 
together: We want peace in the world!  “Let us 
pray for peace,” the Pope invited the young to 
reply in chorus, “and let us be witnesses of the 
peace of Jesus Christ, of reconciliation, this light of 
the world that we are all seeking.” 

St John Henry Newman set to become newest 
Doctor of the Church: The title “Doctor of the 
Church” is given to those saints who are regarded 
as having contributed deeply to our understanding 
of God. St John Henry Newman becomes just the 
38th Doctor of the Church and only the second 
Englishman, following St Bede the Venerable (672-
735). This was announced this week in Rome by 
Pope Leo. John Henry Newman (1801– 1890) was 
an Anglican priest of great learning, who studied 
the faith deeply using his great intellect: that 
important combination of faith and reason which is 
the essence of theological thinking. He discerned 
that the truth of apostolic succession lies in the 
Roman Catholic Church and thus was received 
into the Church in Oxford by Blessed Dominic 
Barberi. His was greatly influence by St Philip Neri 
and thus joined the Oratorian Fathers based in 
Birmingham. He helped to found University 
College in Dublin. He was made a Cardinal by Leo 
XIII in 1879, canonised by Pope Francis 2019 and 
made a Doctor of the Church by Pope Leo XIV in 
2025. St John Henry Newman; Pray for us!

We need to get 
this repaired before the cold returns. If anyone is 
willing to donate towards this repair, and stop us 
being frozen in the winter, it would be much 
appreciated!
