READER: For all who feel distant from the love of the Father, that they may be
gathered into the loving embrace of God, through the ministry of the
Church and the power of the gospel. (pause) Lord in your mercy

READER: Let us remember the intentions for which our Masses are offered this
weekend;
Also, all those who have died recently, especially, Eileen Lawson,
Valerie Jeffrey, Mick Green, Ann Barnesand Barrie Littler. May they
share in Christ’s victory over death. (pause) Lord in your mercy. Hear
our prayer.

READER: For all who are lonely, sick, frail or housebound, that they will feel the
touch of God’s healing love. (pause) Lord in your mercy

READER: Let us pray for our own private intentions; (pause). Mary witnessed the
death and resurrection of her Son; we ask her to help teach us the
Easter mystery:
Hail Mary ...

PRIEST: Almighty and ever-loving God, you have made us your children,
confident to call you Father. Increase your spirit of love within us and
bring us to our promised inheritance. We ask this through Christ our
Lord.
