Sixth Sunday of Easter

By now we are some distance away from Easter,
but the season is still permeated with the Easter
message: Christ is risen, we are baptised in him.
But today a new dimension of the story comes out:
Easter is not complete until the risen Lord has
returned to the Father and sent the Holy Spirit. So
in the Gospel today we begin two weeks of looking
forward to the coming of that ‘Spirit of truth’ which
sets us apart from the world. This is a Spirit of
power, which flows through the life of the Church,
enabling its members to ‘proclaim the Christ’ and,
dwelling in our hearts, to live in the midst of the
world’s slander and accusations.

Holy Day of Obligation - Thursday is the
Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord and a Holy
Day of Obligation, masses are as usual 9:30 am
and 4:30 pm at St Mary’s and 7:30 pm at St
Gerard’s.
